For instance, those
who govern the nation are required to conduct the affairs
of state by connecting to God, even after most people
have fallen fast asleep.

Thus united, they will know that
everything set before them is not for their own use, but

for the sake of the nation. With this in place, the nation
will prosper.

The reason we shed blood and tears for our country
and our people is ultimately to build the eternal heavenly
kingdom, a blessed nation that our descendants will
applaud for all eternity.

As a result, the Europe & Middle East region (changing national leaders in Sweden, Italy, the
Netherlands, and Hungary) has been recently revitalized through a generational change that brought
young leadership. In Brazil, on the South American continent, incredible results have been achieved, such
as strengthening the testimony system and holding Cheonshimwon prayer meetings, with participants
from the testimony activities.

In Asia-Pacific, members inspired by the True Mother’s words for intensive testimony have successfully
enrolled 160 new members and re-engaged 120 inactive members in Church activities. That’s not all. In
the Democratic Republic of Congo, the African headquarters, more than 3,000 members are laying the
foundations of true devotion. In Sao Tome and Principe, the first national restoration model, the number of
Sunday service participants doubled after three months of intensive testimony activities. Additionally, a
vocational training center for youth was opened with government support. In Mozambique, a program
teaching the Divine Principle through phone calls enrolled 80 new members in just three months. After
hearing these reports in detail, the True Mother granted a special grace by asking for a temple to be built in
the Democratic Republic of Congo and designated two directors of the Cheonshimwon Africa branches to
strengthen the providence on the continent.

The priority of the providence should be
unity. Let’s advance into a hopeful year with everything perfectly organized and orderly.”

I sincerely hope that all Cheon Il Guk leaders worldwide will embrace the spirit of the Blue Dragon,
challenge new dreams and goals, and become one with True Mother, accomplishing all our intended
goals in 2024.

Respected and beloved blessed families and members throughout the world!

You all worked very hard in 2023. Toward the end of last year, over a period of 20 days, from
December 10th to the 29th, I conducted 40-minute video meetings with individual national presidents
from around the world. During this period, I held meetings with more than 140 national presidents,
sometimes from 7 am to midnight each day, with breaks just for meals. In these conferences, we first
reviewed six-month activity reports and updates on each country’s situation, followed by Question &
Answer sessions. I conveyed messages that True Mother wanted to give the national presidents and
blessed families and we spent time in conversation.
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Admittedly, the first and second days were physically and mentally challenging. However, as [
received the six-month activity reports, I began to gain strength from your dedication and faith.
Conversing with national presidents whom I had never spoken with before brought a sense of
connection and a deeper understanding of each unique situation. And sometimes the sharing of stories
about the blessed families living in those countries gave me such a good opportunity to feel closer to
them. The more I delved into each region, the more I realized its diversity and complexity, extending far
beyond the simple term ‘mission field.

In Muslim and communist countries, where missionary activities are prohibited and leaders are
under constant government surveillance, leaders conduct activities secretly in ‘butterfly operations.” In
some countries, internal conflicts, regime collapse, and food shortages have forced all members to leave,
leaving only one family behind. Even in such difficult situations, such families held on to True Parents,
prayed together in their home, and were active and witnessed whenever they had time—believing that
one day their sincere devotion would bear fruit. Hearing about their devoted, tear-filled efforts made me
reconsider the true essence of faith.

I also witnessed countries where members adapted the Unification Church’s values and teachings to
their specific situations for dissemination and witnessing, with many inspiring stories to tell.

Many churches have experienced revival through spiritual works centered on Cheon Shim Won.
Some churches whose spiritual fire had dimmed reignited their faith through prayers in the Cheon
Shim Won prayer room in accordance with Mother’s words that we be reborn in the Spirit and the Truth.
Miraculous stories emerged—such as the testimony of a girl blinded by an unexplained illness
beginning to see again. Establishing Cheon Shim Won prayer rooms in all churches and conducting
all-night devotions led to 1,500 new members joining in six months. Another testimony told of 160
dormant members in one country being inspired to come back to the church.
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Miracles in witnessing were numerous. There are war-torn countries where blessed couples and
members witnessed to new people, sometimes even while they were refugees from their home country.
Some countries doubled their Sunday service numbers by resolving to uphold True Mother’s love and
value. Another country brought in over 80 new members in three months through telephone witnessing,

The rise of young members and second-generation members has also been evident. In Europe, more
young second-generation couples are becoming national presidents. Among them, one second-
generation national president successfully runs a church where all members tithe, and there are almost
no dormant members. European young members who met True Mother in Korea are actively helping
their local churches and leading their peers.

Education for the younger generation is expanding significantly in other continents, centered on the
regional vice presidents. In Africa, some countries operate their own missionary programs domestically,
and graduates from the first graduation of the Hyojeong Rang program, after being dispatched to the
field, are igniting the faith of the youth with their remarkable work.

In Central and South America, preparations are underway to educate key young people through a
21-day training program in Korea early this year, and Asia is also restructuring its YLT program to
cultivate capable leaders for our church. In the year of the Blue Dragon, 2024, I firmly believe that under
True Mother’s special love and with the launch of the Heavenly Top Gun program, the youth will grow
spiritually a lot and revive the entire world—like dragons soaring into the sky.




Through these 20 days of one-on-one video conferences with the national presidents, I have learned a
lot and gained a deeper understanding of the situation of the global mission field. Additionally, I have
become closer in heart with the national presidents and the blessed families they were testifying about,
and I felt the desire to meet the blessed family members I have never had the chance to see in person.

During these meetings, I discovered that some national presidents had not set foot on Korean soil in
more than a decade or not even once in their entire lives. Then, I started to think about how many of the
blessed family members have never been able to set foot on Korean soil. Even with deep faith, if one
cannot see or experience Korea, it can feel like a distant country—and even the latest providential
developments might feel quite remote. So, this was a precious time for the International Headquarters to
resolve to work harder and do our best to convey True Mother’s heart for the sake of blessed family
members.

We are brothers and sisters of one family with True Parents as the center. No matter the distance
between us, as long as True Parents are there, we can become one in an instant in this one-second era.
We live in an era when, if we become one with True Mother, we can create a community of heartin an
instant.

To achieve this, let us become
completely one with True Mother, both in heart and in situation, as she is the central axis for the
completion of the providence in this era.

Segye Times Drone Soccer Championship
at CES 2024

he Segye Times Drone Soccer Championship at CES 2024 significantly enhanced the global

recognition of drone soccer, attracting the largest crowds to its booth among all exhibits. The

world’s largest consumer electronics and information technology (IT) exhibition, CES 2024,

hosted the Segye Times Drone Soccer Championship at the Venetian Expo in Las Vegas,
USA, from January 9 to 12. This event marked its debut on the prestigious CES stage in Las Vegas,
known for showcasing current trends and visions in information technology.

Teams from South Korea, the United States, and other nations visiting CES participated in the
championship, with a total of six teams competing in friendly matches. For this event, a specialized
drone soccer stadium measuring 17 meters in length, 8 meters in width, and 5 meters in height was
set up for the first time inside the main exhibition hall of CES. The USA’'s Consumer Technology
Association (CTA), the organizer of CES, approved the installation of this stadium and the conduct of
the tournament, recognizing the technical prowess, innovation, and educational impact of drone
soccer as a fusion of IT coding and the Fourth Industrial Revolution.

The opening ceremony’s kick-off was conducted by the founder of Segye Times, True Mother,
along with Segye Times President Jung Hee-taek, and Thomas McDevitt, Chairman of the
Washington Times. A drone bearing flags with the inscriptions “Coexistence,” “Co-prosperity,”
“Co-righteousness,” and Segye Times’ three principles “Love Heaven, Love People, Love Country”
soared high, officially initiating the tournament.

Segye Times President Jung Hee-taek stated in his speech, “Drones represent the
convergence of cutting-edge IT and aviation technology, forming a key component
and innovative platform for future mobility, a popular theme at CES.”

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Climbing Mount Everest Base Camp (5364 meters)
in 12 Days Jongsong
for the Victory of Vision 2025 and 2027

n a remarkable endeavor, the Elder Blessed Centered Family (1998, 3.6 Million couples) led by Rev.

Binod Dangj, Secretary General of the Universal Peace Federation in Nepal, embarked on a trek to

Mount Everest Base Camp (MEBC). This trek was offered as a Jongsong, a symbolic gesture for the

success of the Vision 2025 and vision 2027. The four-member team, led by Rev. Binod Dangi,
included a guide who is a member of his Home Church Ministry family, and a Blessed Family
consisting of a mother and son from Scotland, UK. The son, a second-generation member, and his
mother, Mrs. Viera Jaupi, undertook this journey with Rev. Dangi. Mrs. Jaupi, originally from
Slovakia, and her husband, an Albanian, were blessed in 1997.

Beyond a mere competition, the event
incorporated HJ Character Education based on the Principle of True Love, encompassing the
Principle of Dual Characteristics, Give and Take Action, Higher Purpose, 3 orderly Stages of Growth,
and Freedom with Responsibility. The participants of Tong Il Moo Do (TIMD) aim to achieve three
life goals: developing mature character, building a happy and ideal family, and contributing to
society. This program receives financial support from the Ministry of Education, Youth, and Sport.

During the fourth term (2022-2026) of the Federation, Dr. Joon Ho Seuk, founder of the World Tong
I1 Moo Do Federation, highlighted the importance of Hyo Jeong Character Education, which fosters
both spiritual and physical strength. Dr. Seuk’s vision includes introducing TIMD to future Olympic
Games as a means of promoting global peace, a concept initiated by Dr. Sun Myung Moon.
Achieving this goal requires backing from the World Federation and recognition by the International
Olympic Committee (IOC).

The closing ceremony, with over 150 attendees, featured speeches by H.E. Chey Chap, President of
the Cambodian Federation, and Dr. Seuk as the keynote speaker. Dr. Seuk recalled the 40th
Anniversary of Tong-Il Moo-Do on August 28, 2019, when Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon emphasized Father
and Mother Moon’s dedication in fostering young people and nations to become virtuous leaders. He
underscored the significance of inheriting the passionate spirit of the True Parents among TIMD
leaders.

Dr. Seuk emphasized teaching the true essence of TIMD, rooted in Unification Thought, which
espouses values such as love for God and humanity, coexistence, mutual prosperity, ethical integrity,
and true family values. It advocates for the principles of True Parents, True Teacher, and True Owner.

TIMD uniquely blends various martial arts, combining circular and linear movements, enhancing
techniques, and introducing exclusive TIMD motions like Wongu (Wonhwa) Tong-Il motion,
Pyunghwa Eui Bon motion, Chamsarang Eui Bon motion, and Wang Kwon Eui Bon motion (II).

Concluding, Dr. Seuk referred to 2024 as the year of the Dragon, symbolizing hope and courage.
He encouraged resilience and discipline for success in the upcoming year, wishing for the well-being
of families, communities, and the nation, and envisioning the realization of Heavenly Cambodia. 7

Special Fishing Devotion for
Central and South America

he 28th edition of the ‘Special Fishing Devotion for Central and South America), aimed at

honoring the 33 nations of Central and South America, commenced on December 1, 1996.

Initiated by the True Parents, this special event was celebrated under the banner “Special

Fishing Devotion for 33 Countries.” It took place in Punta del Este, Uruguay, from December
7 to 18, marking a significant chapter in the broader initiative for Central and South America.

This 1996 devotion, held in Punta del Este, Uruguay, held special importance due to its symbolic
use of the number 33. The True Parents drew historical parallels, likening the number to the 33
pioneers of Korea’s March 1st Independence Movement in 1919, and the 33 Easterners who, in 1825,
landed in Uruguay and faced the Brazilian forces. They directed the placement of 33 fishing rods
along the coast, each representing one of the Central and South American countries. This symbolic
gesture was meant to reflect a deep commitment and a period of prayer and dedication for these
nations.

This “Special Fishing Devotion for Central and South America’ tradition, established by the True
Parents, spanned 12 years, initially extending over two months (from December 1 to January 31). As time
progressed, the duration of the devotion evolved, changing to 40 days, then 21 days, and eventually to 10
days.

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Mozambique:
21-Days Divine Principle Workshop
& Hyojeong Special Workshop

he recent 21-days Divine Principle Workshop for youths aged 12 to 18 has been a resounding

success. We had the participation of 28 enthusiastic young people who gained a deep

understanding of the True Parents’ vision, the importance of sexual purity, family values,

and other aspects of the Divine Principle. The Sub-Regional President of FFWPU Shin Africa
(South), Rev. Moruti Ledwaba, dedicated the last three days to discussing the significance of the
Family Pledge. Additionally, elder sister Patricia Hino from Japan delivered a lecture on True
Mother’s life journey.

A notable aspect of this workshop was that 90% of the participants came from broken families,
mostly with divorced parents. Personal consultations with each participant revealed the profound
impact such family disruptions have on young people. For instance, a 13-year-old boy shared, amidst
tears, his attempts at suicide three times due to his inability to cope with his parents’ divorce.
Another teenager, 17 years old, struggles with depression, and a 14-year-old participant is dating as a
way to fill the void left by her separated parents. This seminar shed light on the extensive damage
caused by the disintegration of families on children in Mozambique.

This understanding has fueled our determination to witness and spread the teachings of our
beloved True Parents more vigorously in Mozambique, where divorce rates are alarmingly rising.
Another heart-wrenching case involved a 17-year-old participant born with HIV/AIDS. This situation
has deeply saddened us and reinforced the urgency of our mission. We feel a strong need to work
diligently and swiftly, as it’s evident that many families and youths in Mozambique are being
devastated by these challenges. 7
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Zambia:
21-Days Divine Principle Workshop

he Heavenly Parent’s Holy Community
FFWPU Zambia successfully conducted a
21-Days Divine Principle Workshop from
December 10-31, 2023. The event was held at
the Cheonbo Heaven and Earth Africa Training Centre
in Lusaka, Zambia, beginning on Sunday, August 30,
2020.

Burkina Faso,
the School of My Heart

ooking back on my childhood, I

think of the secure family

atmosphere to which my

grandparents and relatives
contributed. My father’s work in the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs required him to
be transferred regularly from one country to
another. And so, my family and I moved
often. For us children, too, this meant
leaving our school and friends and having
to find new ones in the next place. In
moments of loneliness, I asked myself many
questions. I was interested in social projects
and dreamed of a better world.

At the age of seventeen, I left home to
start my training as a nurse. I often
wondered why there is so much misery and
suffering. Although I was absorbed in my
training, I still desired to meet people who
wanted to create a harmonious world.

One day, during the third year of my
training course, a friend and I travelled to
the city of Bonn. In the pedestrian zone, a
young woman approached passers-by to
introduce new ideas for a better world. How
amazed I was because she spoke of happy
families and a harmonious society where
God was involved in everything. This new
worldview, which I had never heard of in
the church of my childhood. I attended a
one-week seminar and was shocked to
realise how much God was suffering being
separated from His children. That statement
and its plausible explanations could only
come from someone special, and I
understood that the Second Coming of
Christ had taken place.

I was not the only one; other seminar
participants had the same realisation. Then I
remembered that, at the age of seven,
shortly before my Holy Communion, I had a

dream about the return of Christ on earth
and had promised to God: if Christ comes
during my lifetime, I will follow him. On
the second day of the seminar in the
training centre, I resolved to honour this
resolution. That day was a big turning point
in my life. Eventually, I left nursing school
and joined the Unification Movement.

I felt the desire to spread this great news,
but very few were receptive to it.
Consequently, my mother decided to
research what her daughter had discovered.
She attended a seminar to understand the
teaching, then read the Divine Principle and
concluded: “Reverend Moon is the prophet
of the twentieth century.” Those were her
words!

My African Family

After being only three months in the
movement, I was prepared to become a
missionary to a foreign country. I felt
strength and carried by the spirit of True
Parents. I will never forget Paul Werner’s
prayer shortly before our departure when
he shed many tears like a worried shepherd
who sends his sheep to the ‘wolves’. Saying
goodbye to my family was the hardest part.
A few minutes before I drove to Frankfurt
airport, my sister called to say goodbye. She
had sent me clothes and encouraged me. As
previously mentioned, the presence of True
Parents’ spirit now surrounded me like a
protective cloak that never left me. I was on
a night flight via Paris to Ouagadougou, the
capital of Burkina Faso. Another missionary,
Werner Elias, travelled with me and
disembarked in Niamey, Niger, in the
middle of the desert. I continued to
Ouagadougou on my own. On the plane, I
wondered who else would get off with me. I
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made the acquaintance of a fellow traveller
who was to be welcomed by the German
Embassy staff; so I clung to her. Here as
well, my impression was that I landed in a
desert. When I took the first step out of the
plane, a hot wind hit me as a welcome
greeting. The young German and the
embassy employee took me to a hotel. It was
all so unfamiliar with sandy roads, all
indistinguishable from each other. My first
desire was to find out more about this
country.

Back in town, I suddenly saw two white
women. Immediately, I rushed to them.
They were friendly, helpful, and happy to
invite me to lunch the next day. It turned out
that they were missionaries of a Protestant
mission centre, Assemblées de Dieu. In the
evening, they invited me to stay with them.
I felt so much gratitude. For me, these
Christians were like a bridge to the
Africans. I started to work in their infirmary
and thus made contact with the local people.
Soon, however, these missionaries were
asking uncomfortable questions. It got to the
point that they even prayed for my
‘conversion’, which made my position on the
ward quite uncomfortable.

After three weeks in the country, the
American missionary arrived. True Parents
had prepared all American missionaries
through in-depth lectures. Through him, I
understood even more how much this
mission was close to the heart of True
Parents. Together, we looked around for a
place to stay and were soon able to rent a
house in the suburb of Gounghin.

To get to know our new surroundings,
we went to town every day. At the
university, we engaged students in
conversations and invited them to our
lectures. In the evenings we taught many
guests. The American brother spoke in
English, and I translated it into French. A
few showed great interest in our ideas.

The first girl I ever met was the adopted
daughter of the director of the Ministry of
Interior, who later became of great help to
us. I visited her regularly, and introduced
her to the Divine Principle. Although her
understanding was perhaps not that deep,
she was always helpful. Later, when she got
very sick and died. I had looked after her for
months, and her family never forgot this.
Therefore, we became very close.

When my mother visited me in 1977, the
director promised her that he would fully
take care of me. Together with his wife said
they were my African parents.

In June of 1975, the another brother came.
Now, all three of us were together. T had
never been in contact with Asians before,

and our relationship was uneasy at first.
Several months after our arrival, we tried to
obtain official permission for our
movement. We took all the documents to
the Ministry of the Interior and waited for
an answer. We had to wait a long time.
Every week one of us went to the
government office to help speed up the slow
process, but each time the answer was: “Be
patient.” Then one day in February 1976, the
moment arrived. A police superintendent
summoned us and stated that we should
stop all our activities and leave the country.
I do not think that I have ever felt as
miserable as I did at that moment! When we
got back to the centre, so many thoughts
were flooding through my mind. We
wondered if there might be some solution.
Our mission should not end so abruptly.
Then the idea came up to visit my
acquaintance, the director of the Ministry of
the Interior. In the past, he had already
offered me assistance should any problem
arise. So, I decided to pay him a visit and
report what had happened. After a while he
said that the Minister of the Interior — who
had ordered our deportation — was a good
friend of his. Full of hope, I hurried back to
the centre to bring the good news. The
director kept his word, spoke to his friend
who made it possible for us to stay in the
country, however, not as missionaries. We
felt so grateful, even if we were no longer
allowed to work openly for our movement.
The fact that we could stay in the country
meant everything to us. This experience
brought me an awareness of the miraculous
way in which God guided us.
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Then the American brother thought
about an economic foundation and
presented us with several proposals. We
experimented with pizza, which I sold from
house to house in the residential areas
where many Europeans lived. I have to
admit that this activity required a lot of
willpower. However, when I saw the
immediate success, my courage grew. [ will
never forget how I sold the first twelve
pizzas. Our first members later continued to
develop this business. Our deepest desire
was to find members because, after all, that
is why we came. We had already invited
and taught many young people, but no one
had joined us yet.

Much later, I understood that God could
send us the people who were actually
prepared if we were to fully devote
ourselves. We three missionaries also
needed a solid foundation of unity.
Therefore, in October 1977, our Asian
brother suggested studying the Divine
Principle together, and I discovered a lot of
new things. There were so many points I
had never heard before, and every day I was
deeply impressed. On this foundation, in
November, we held our first weekend
seminar with our new members. Now there
were four cultures under one roof: Asian,
African, American, and European.
Although we all shared the same
foundation of faith, it was difficult to get
along. Shaped by the Western world
through rational thinking, I had trouble
understanding the African mentality. They
frequently seemed to agree but actually felt
quite differently. I was surprised to discover

that, by observing our facial expressions,
they noticed right away when I was less
satisfied. In that regard, Europeans are
much less sensitive.

Before we went out, True Father had said,
“If you succeed in creating unity then there
is hope to unite the whole world.” As
missionaries, we were in the “parent
position, yet, it was hard to achieve unity
within the first three years. Nevertheless,
gradually, we developed a great deal of
respect for each other. Eventually, we
achieved true brotherhood, which we will
carry in our hearts forever.

In November 1977, my mother visited us.
What a joy for me! Since I arrived in Burkina
Faso, we have had a lively exchange of
letters. With great interest, she continued to
follow our missionary work, which I shared
with her regularly. For years my parents
always supported us.

On the occasion of True Father’s 60th
birthday, all missionaries met for a World
Mission Conference in New York in early
1980. What a joy and excitement to meet
True Parents for the first time! We waited
with great anticipation and inner
preparation but were told that True Parents
probably could not come for safety reasons.
There had been threats to their lives.
Luckily, two hours later, we suddenly heard
that we could welcome True Parents. What
an emotion! Tears ran down my cheeks like
a waterfall, so that I could not see anything
at first. I became aware of what True Parents
had to endure! I want to mention that I was
the only sister in Burkina Faso for the first
five years; therefore, I felt called to express
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Heavenly Parent’s motherly heart towards
the members and thus was able to overcome
my loneliness because a motherly heart
embraces.

All the deeper was my joy when, in 1980,
the other brother’s wife joined us. I will
never forget the day we picked her up from
the airport. When I met her for the first
time, I had the feeling that I had always
known her. But she was not a stranger since
her husband had been working in this
country for five years. Certainly, the move
to Africa must have been challenging for
her. She never showed the slightest
discomfort, though. Of course, she couldn’t
say much at first, but her kindness won the
members’ hearts. She remained positive,
despite difficult financial or political
situations. Soon she was expecting her first
child. Even after the birth of her first son,
she continued to devote herself to the
mission. We all loved the little boy’s
presence, and working with a sister was
very fulfilling for me.

We went fundraising regularly and got
excellent results. I was happy to experience
the deep heart of this elder sister. The most
important thing for me in this country was
to find a native sister. The social situation of
women in Africa is undoubtedly complex
and diverse.

In 1980 we started Home Church
activities. I chose a district in Ouagadougou
where I visited one house after another and
eventually met a student there. She was the
first young woman who spoke openly to me
about various topics, which was so valuable
for me. One day I made this proposal to her.

I had prepared my heart for a long time,
hoping that she would accept. Therefore, it
was a huge shock to hear from her that she
needed to support her family. Our tradition
at that time was to expect new members to
dedicate their life fully. From a human
standpoint, of course, it was commendable
that this young woman felt responsible for
her family. I do not remember how I got
home on my motorcycle that day as the
tears were flowing down like rain, and I
could barely see the road.

Actually, T had an incredible experience
with God. Now I could better understand

how He cared and suffered for His children.

Over the years, however, we remained
friends and keep in touch to this day. A few
months later, I met another young woman.
She, too, had graduated from high school
and was studying English. She showed
interest in our teaching and took part in
regular seminars. During the Christmas
holidays, she fully agreed to my suggestion
to become a member and wanted to
participate in advanced seminars at the
beginning of January. With these thoughts
in mind, I visited her. When I got to her
farm and enquired about her, she did not
receive me that evening. Instead, her little
brother came back with a letter. The letter
said that she regretted not accepting my
invitation, as she had just become pregnant
and must now be responsible for her child.
This was my second big disappointment
with girls in Burkina Faso.

I was stumped. ‘Is there not one young
woman in this country who could walk this
way?’ Such were my prayers to God.
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Soon after, the first member in Burkina
Faso suggested that I visit one of his
contacts. I met her in her office and right
away started a conversation. Her greatest
wish was to attend our seven-day seminar.
However, this turned out to be problematic,
especially since a young woman is not
allowed to spend the night outside her
family home. Moreover, she was engaged
and had to take care of a child.
Nevertheless, she decided to come to the
lectures. I was amazed because I had never
seen such determination in a local woman
before. The seven days were quite a struggle.
AllT could do was to pray. Every day her
fiancé came to the centre to take her back; at
first, very cordially, but later with more
insistence. Nevertheless, with much
determination, she endured and completed
the seven days. We were overjoyed that she
became one of the first members of our
movement in Burkina Faso.

I had waited for the first sister for eight
and a half years, so our relationship was
exceptional. My heart was filled with deep
gratitude. In September 1980, the American
brother opened a photo studio with supplies
he had purchased months earlier. It was
admirable how he learned the technique
from books alone. Since there was no colour
photo developing facility in Burkina Faso,
we soon had many customers. They kept
saying how good the quality of our
workmanship was. The American brother
passed his knowhow onto some members.
At first, it was challenging for both the
teacher and the students. Later these
brothers became excellent technicians.

On 2nd September 1980, for the first time,
four members started pioneer missions in
other cities. All had attended a 40-day
seminar in New York and expressed their
desire to take the message to other cities. It
was moving when they shared their
experiences on their return. How much God
accompanied them! Although I was
committed to my work in Ouagadougou, I
felt the desire to marry and have a family
one day. So, on 1st July 1982, my fiance
Bernard and I attended the 2,075 couples
Marriage Blessing ceremony in New York. It
was a special moment for both of us. A short
time later, Bernard told me that he was
ready to join me in Burkina Faso; he was
working in France at that time. I was very
grateful for his decision as it would have
been difficult for me to move back to
Europe.

The highlight of our missionary years
was the Marriage Blessing of our first
Burkina Faso members in Korea, October
1982. A few months earlier, I joined a team
of other missionary sisters to fundraise in
Nigeria. We started in Kano, in the north of
the country, and travelled through all major
cities down to the south. We sold framed
laser prints to wealthy Nigerians and
Europeans who were company owners.
Most of the time, they welcomed us with
much enthusiasm. It was wonderful to get
to know this vast country and its people.
With the money earned, the first eight
members could then travel to Korea for the
Blessing,.

Although the previous months had been
quite troublesome politically, the coup d’état
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in Burkina Faso on 4th August 1983 caused
deep concern. I had not expected such a
situation. However, we experienced God in
new ways. I would like to add here that
Bernard came to Burkina Faso in May 1983.
The then director of foreign missions had
asked him to set up a machine tool
workshop in Ouagadougou. Bernard had
the appropriate training as an engineer.
However, when the change of government
occurred, that workshop project was
relocated to Kinshasa, the Democratic
Republic of the Congo. That meant Bernard
would not stay in Ouagadougou. Honestly
speaking, this hit us hard. We had so many
plans in Burkina Faso, and now we should
pursue a new course! Thus, Bernard went to
Kinshasa. However, I could not bring myself
to leave my country immediately. Besides, I
did not want to leave the brothers and
sisters alone during the country’s crisis.
Moreover, it was difficult for Bernard — who
had barely gotten accustomed to Burkina
Faso — to go alone to a new African country.
Yet, he understood my heart, and we both
agreed to accept this temporary separation.

The general political situation made us
missionaries quite nervous. That is why we
sent the young members to the
neighbouring country. Since the borders
were officially closed, the brothers had to
find alternative routes and walk for several
days. Later, some of them said that they
remembered True Father’s long march as he
fled from North to South Korea on foot.
Because of the military occupation, the
situation was quite dangerous. For weeks
we lived in uncertainty because we did not
know the direction the government would
take. That is why we had hand-luggage
ready, just in case. The slogans on the radio
and the rumours in town drove me almost
crazy. Sometimes I could hardly sleep at
night because of gunfire.
Counterrevolutionaries were arrested in the
middle of the night. For me, there was one
moment of panic when I wanted to leave
immediately.

One day I dreamed about True Mother
coming to Burkina Faso and spending two
days with me. She did not speak much, but
her tranquillity, patience, joy and quiet yet
alert, attentive, informed and concerned
demeanour greatly impressed me! “The
national situation”, True Mother said, “will
be tough but surmountable.” Today I can
testify that she correctly assessed the
situation at that time. Weeks later, after the
situation had calmed down, we again
started organising seminars on a regular
basis. We had many new guests, and it was
necessary to teach our thoughts as clearly as

possible so that these guests could apply the
Divine Principle in their daily lives as future
members.

Just as He Gives, God Can Also Take

In the summer of 1984, we had to make
preparations for my departure from
Burkina Faso. This was a great internal
struggle. I had lived there longer than
anywhere before, and it was painful to leave
all my brothers and sisters alone in this
delicate situation. In addition, there was still
a lot to accomplish. Some members came to
me, questioning if I could stay. It was so
difficult for me that I wrote a letter to our
director asking him whether there might
still be an opportunity to continue working
in Burkina. In his reply, he thanked me for
my work in Burkina Faso and said that
Bernard’s mission in Kinshasa was vital. I
then started praying to finally make up my
mind. After my sincere forty-day prayer
condition, the other missionary brother and
I had a conversation. He said, “Just as He
gives, God can also take.” That was
precisely what I needed to hear! I could now
accept this internally, and once I made that
final decision; I also discovered a change
within the members. They came to me and
encouraged me, which touched me deeply.

Reflection

Looking back on these precious years in
Africa, God, our Heavenly Parent, walked
with me side by side.

Bernard
and I discovered a whole new culture in our
new country, the Democratic Republic of
Congo (Kinshasa). Every African country is
so unique. A great number of young people
had joined our movement resulting in
dynamic activities. It was Father Moon’s
great desire to provide technical education
for Africans. I will never forget the first
members who had shown me their deep
hearts. Yes, this connection remains forever!
Besides, we were very happy that our first
three children were born in Africa. As a
family in Kinshasa, we discovered the
Africans’ love for children. Ilived in Africa
for twenty-one years. Of course, I have not
been able to express everything yet. I have
always maintained a connection with this
continent. In 2009 my children expressed
the desire to see Africa again. So, we
travelled together to Burkina Faso and met
the families with whom we had shared so
much.
